In teaching Art& Design in Glenwood we aim to;
· Enable children to become more visually literate and understand Art is a form of communication

· Enable children to explore and share creative thoughts, ideas and imaginative and original feelings.
· Encourage curiosity and foster children’s confidence to explore and experiment in a climate where all efforts are seen as important.

· Nurture and harness creativity, acquire skills and develop confidence in using a range of media and techniques.

· Develop an understanding of a variety of media and processes in order to record and express thoughts, ideas and feelings in a variety of ways.

· Develop visual and tactile sensitivity and observational power along with awareness of colour, form and space in the natural and man-made world.

· Enable children to become more independent in planning, evaluating and reviewing their work

· Enable children to develop their full potential artistically and extend their confidence, learning and skills into other curricular areas.

· Enable children to feel a sense of achievement and thus foster a positive experience of school generally.

The Teaching and Learning Process in Art & Design should;

· emphasise the process, the children’s enjoyment and the learning that is taking place rather than the finished product

· be regular and well planned for to ensure meaningful progress.

· provide plenty of opportunity for talking about and evaluating their own and others work. Children should have opportunity to describe what they have made, how they made it and how it could be changed. Such discussion contributes to a better quality of decision making and inevitably greater progress in Art and Design. 

· provide stimuli to generate ideas. Objects, situations, experiences stories etc generate ideas. To develop these ideas in informed Art making children must have opportunity to develop observation and recording skills and choose and control materials. The stimulus of Artists, Designers and Craftspeople is also to be considered.

·  refer to the ‘terms’ of Art and Design such as colour, tone, line. Reference to these visual elements in teaching can help children develop a vocabulary to discuss features of their work and progress.

· provide opportunity for working in 3D where experimental and investigational work can lead to opportunity for problem solving.

· be enhanced when appropriate by looking at the work of Artist, Designers and Craftspeople and being stimulated into thinking ‘I want to do that’

· allow for the different ways pupils think, learn and develop. Meaningful progress will arise from sensitively guided teaching.

·  always encourage respect for materials and where possible avail of opportunities to use recycled materials.
· Encourage, where possible, children to extend their experiences of Art and Design beyond the classroom and avail of opportunity to attend the Junior Art Club and Art Club after school.

Role of the Co-ordinator

· Ensuring the effective teaching of Art and Design throughout foundation/ Key Stage 1/ Key Stage 2.

· Monitor and evaluate the teaching.

· Providing, reviewing and updating schemes of work for Art and Design encouraging progression throughout the school.
· Offering support and advice to all staff.

· To provide inset training.

· Auditing, organising and ordering Art and Design resources.

· Co-ordinating staff attendance at relevant courses.

· Encouraging a climate where sharing of good practice is commonplace.

· To lead an after school Art Club

· Ensure there is a climate of celebration of Art and Design throughout the school.

Assessment/ Record Keeping & Reporting

· Parents will receive a yearly report containing comments on their child’s progress in Art & Design

· One/two pieces of work deemed of a high standard for each child should be kept each year. This work will be displayed in an end of year ‘Wall of Artistic Success’.

Environment

· We will strive to display and celebrate all children’s work within the classroom and in the corridors. Displays should be annotated, work mounted where possible and always neatly maintained.
Parental/Community Involvement

 Links with parents and the wider community should always be fostered. This may occur in some of the following ways;

· Inviting parents on trips to galleries and local exhibitions

· Inviting parents to small exhibitions within the class/school

· Attending community/local Art exhibitions

· Utilising skills of willing parents in preparation of materials or for example where parents may offer to make costumes or props for dramatic productions.
· Carrying out Parent/Pupil Art projects in class and exhibiting work.

Cross- Curricular Links

Art and Design is linked to most areas of the curriculum. ICT is used to support Art & Design through software and manipulation of photography. The links between Art & Design and ICT is enhanced by the use of Ipads and the numerous creative packages that encourage opportunities in graphic design, advertising etc. ICT should be used to inform about the life, techniques and impact of artists at a local and worldwide level. Many of the skills developed in the area of Art and Design are transferable such as;
· Skills of observation

· Recording skills

· Accuracy and control

· Knowledge and understanding of materials and objects

· Skills of discussion, questioning and listening

· Problem solving abilities

· Recognition of pattern

Health and Safety

Art and Design contributes to Health and safety education. Proper attention should be given to Health and Safety and all children should be enabled to become aware of potential hazards within the use of certain materials and tools. While it is not always possible to remove all risks and hazards good supervision is of the utmost importance.

Protective clothing should be worn and storage of tools such as scissors etc. should be carefully considered.

At the outset of all Art activities instructions and reminders must always be given to ensure children are aware of potential hazards and can actively seek to avoid these.

Special Needs and Equal Opportunities (Equality & Inclusion)
· Opportunities will be provided for children with learning difficulties through differentiation and planning.

· The needs of children with physical disabilities will be taken into consideration.

· All activities are offered to both boys and girls.

· All clearing up is shared.

Extra Curricular
After school on Tuesdays an Art Club runs for Primary 6 and 7 children. The aim of the club is to;

· Raise aesthetic awareness.
· Provide opportunities to view the work of artists, designers and crafts people and to discuss, appreciate and be inspired by this work.

· Develop imagination.
· Develop skill in various and sometimes more specialist Art and Design materials and techniques.

· Visit Art exhibitions and galleries and respond.
· Develop social skills.
· Develop awareness of material budgeting/management and use financial capability skills to sometimes generate fund for the Art Club and charity from the production and sale of their own work.

· Work collaboratively and respond to briefs provided by the Drama Club for scenery design for various dramatic productions.
