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Ethos statement

Glenwood Primary School is a nurturing and enriching environment where we foster a culture of kindness, empathy and mutual respect.  Together we build a safe and caring school where everyone belongs and thrives.

Vision 

At Glenwood Primary School we are dedicated to fostering an empathetic and inclusive atmosphere where every student is valued, inspired, and challenged to achieve their fullest potential.
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We recognise that mobile phones are part of everyday life for many children and that they can play an important role in helping pupils to feel safe and secure. However, we also recognise that they can prove a distraction in school and can provide a means for bullying or intimidating others. We would advise that pupils should not bring their mobile phones to school. 
We also recognise that, in some instances, it may be necessary for a pupil to have their mobile phone for after school. If this is the case, parents and pupils should take note of the guidelines below:

· If pupils bring mobile phones to school, the phones must remain switched off while pupils are in class, the school building and the school grounds. 

· Upon entering the classroom, pupils should give their switched-off mobile phone to the class teacher who will keep it for the day.
· Should parents need to pass a message on to their child, they should do so by contacting the school office on 028 9032 8341. The office staff will ensure that messages are passed on to pupils and the relevant staff members. 
· Where a pupil is found by a member of staff to be using a mobile phone, the phone will be taken from the pupil, handed to a member of staff who will record the name of the child and attach to the phone. The mobile phone will be given to either the principal or vice-principal and can be collected at the end of the day by the parent/carer
· If a pupil is found taking photographs or video footage with a mobile phone of either other pupils or teachers, this will be regarded as a serious offence and disciplinary action will be taken according to the school’s pastoral care procedures.

· If images of other pupils or teachers have been taken, the phone will not be returned until the images have been removed by the pupil in the presence of a teacher.

· Parents are advised that Glenwood Primary School accepts no liability for the loss or damage to mobile phones which are brought into the school or school grounds.

· Please talk to your child about who is entitled to use his/her mobile number, as text messages are often used to bully pupils. Pupils should never allow another pupil to use social media apps on their mobile phone or to send text messages. 
The school has also produced a pupil friendly version of this policy (appendix #1) that has been shared with pupils.

This policy supports the school’s Health and Safety, Anti-bullying, Child Protection and Internet Acceptable Use policies. It has been endorsed by the Board of Governors and will be monitored, reviewed and amended as required.
